Many	of	the	titles	are	also	newer	releases	or	books	that	are	only	available	on	Amazon,	so	if	you’re	looking	for	something	recent	or	exclusive,	this	is	a	great	option.	Unlike	Spotify,
there	isn’t	a	listening	limit	in	terms	of	hours.	That	means	you	can	listen	to	the	full	audiobook	you’ve	checked	out,	even	if	it’s	longer	than	15	hours.	That’s	certainly	a	perk	for	those	who	enjoy	a	longer	read	–	though	whether	those	preferred	titles	are	included	in	the	catalog	may	be	another	story.	The	books	readers	get	through	Prime	Reading	are	rented,
not	owned.	That	means	that	readers	can	“check	out”	up	to	10	Prime	Reading	titles	at	a	time	and	must	return	their	current	read	before	snagging	another.	So,	hoarding	more	than	a	few	titles	on	your	Kindle	or	in	Audible	for	someday	won’t	be	an	option,	and	you’ll	have	to	give	back	a	few	of	your	books	once	you	hit	that	upper	limit.	The	library	is	also
limited	compared	to	all	you	can	get	via	Audible,	with	only	select	audiobooks	available	to	rent	through	Prime	Reading.	Other	than	that,	the	primary	con	here	is	that	Audible	continues	to	be	a	bit	of	a	monopoly	in	the	audiobook	space	and	Amazon	is	a	book	juggernaut	famous	for	selling	at	a	loss	and	driving	down	book	prices.	So,	having	the	Prime
membership	that	brings	you	the	free	audiobooks	may	mean	supporting	a	company	you	don’t	otherwise	agree	with.	Now	for	the	newcomer,	Amazon’s	offer	of	free	audiobooks	through	Amazon	Music.	This	is	a	direct	competitor	with	Spotify,	and	in	my	experience,	it’s	been	a	losing	battle.	The	addition	of	audiobooks	looks	like	an	attempt	to	angle	in	on	the
market.	Amazon	Music	is	a	paid	music	subscription	service	like	Spotify,	but	Amazon	Prime	users	can	get	three	months	for	free	via	their	membership.	After	that,	the	service	costs	$10.99	a	month	for	the	Unlimited	version,	or	$9.99	for	Amazon	Prime	members.	This	puts	it	slightly	below	the	updated	monthly	premium	for	Spotify’s	audiobook	tier.	The
service	boasts	the	“largest	catalog	of	Audible	audiobooks”	which	is	no	doubt	true	given	they’re	owned	by	the	same	company.	Their	model	is	one	free	audiobook	a	month,	removing	the	hourly	cap	used	by	Spotify.	So,	it’s	a	bit	less	money	than	Spotify	and	includes	an	entire	audiobook,	not	just	15	hours.	But	how	does	the	service	compare	otherwise?
Given	the	connection	to	Audible,	the	catalog	of	available	audiobooks	to	choose	from	for	your	included	monthly	listen	is	massive.	I’ll	also	say	that	not	having	to	track	remaining	hours	and	just	knowing	you	can	enjoy	one	full	book	feels	much	easier	than	Spotify’s	“per	hour”	model	for	their	included	audiobooks.	The	user	interface	is	also	fairly	friendly,
with	curated	lists	of	popular	books	and	top	genres	like	romance,	self-help,	etc.	If	you’ve	previously	used	Audible,	the	app	will	auto	populate	suggestions	based	on	your	listening	history,	which	is	as	creepy	as	it	is	helpful.	Curated	Audible	lists	in	Amazon	Music	(screenshot	by	Amanda	Kay	Oaks)	If	you’re	an	existing	Amazon	Music	customer,	or	if	you
have	Prime	and	opt	in	for	the	three	month	trial,	then	you’re	getting	free	audiobooks	for	money	you’re	already	spending.	That’s	always	a	pro	with	something	like	this,	and	the	Amazon	Music	sub	is	cheaper	than	Spotify	–	for	now.	I	don’t	know	anyone	who	uses	Amazon	Music,	so	right	off	the	bat	downloading	another	app	is	a	con	for	me	and	likely	for
many	readers.	Especially	given	that	it’s	a	separate	app	from	Audible,	another	audiobook	app,	that	feels	a	smidge	on	the	clunky	side.	Speaking	of	onboarding	pains,	if	you’re	someone	who	already	uses	Spotify	for	your	music,	you’ve	likely	built	up	a	library	of	playlists	and	saved	songs	that	may	not	feel	worth	making	a	full	switch	to	a	new	music	app	just
to	get	one	free	audiobook	versus	15	free	monthly	hours.	And	of	course,	the	same	negatives	apply	here	as	with	the	Prime	Reading	free	audiobook	model	–	you’re	supporting	Amazon	by	using	the	service,	which	is	something	many	people	are	increasingly	uninterested	in	doing.	Honestly,	this	is	a	tough	one,	as	Amazon	is	a	fraught	and	complicated	topic	in
the	book	world.	If	you	are	just	in	it	for	sheer	volume	of	available	audiobooks	and	are	already	plugged	into	the	Amazon	ecosystem,	I	say	definitely	take	advantage	of	the	Prime	Reading	audiobooks,	if	nothing	else.	Would	I	suggest	signing	up	for	Amazon	Music	just	to	snag	those	included	audiobooks?	Honestly,	probably	not.	As	much	as	the	one-book-a-
month	model	is	better	than	hourly,	I	don’t	know	that	it’s	a	big	enough	incentive	to	sign	on	for	another	Amazon	subscription	if	you	don’t	already	have	one.	Given	that	Audible	often	runs	deals	and	even	includes	many	free	audiobooks	for	their	basic	membership,	that	remains	the	better	place	to	get	audiobooks	if	you’re	willing	to	hand	dollars	to	the	Big	A.

Where	episodes	4851	and	4852	are	supposed	to	be	played	it	plays	episodes	4581	and	4582.	Or	in	the	way	you	have	these	episodes	listed	instead	of	episodes	130	and	131	are	supposed	to	be	playing	it	plays
episodes	1	and	2	for	the	2nd	time.	Please	look	at	those	episodes	and	find	the	2	episodes	that	are	supposed	to	be	playing	on	demand	and	get	them	corrected.	Don’t	forget	to	list	them	in	the	right	way	that	I	mentioned	in	this	lengthy	review.	Thank	you.	More	and	more,	movies	are	becoming	pay	for	view,	and	it’s	incredibly	maddening	to	say	the	least.	For
example,	to	watch	Doris	Day	movies	that	are	over	50	years(!)	old	you	have	to	pay	an	additional	cost	on	top	of	your	Prime	membership	when	you	can	rent	them	from	the	library	for	free. Unfortunately,	sometimes	you’ll	discover	that	not	all	the	ebooks	with	an	audiobook	version	on	the	Prime	Reading	page	will	be	available	for	free	with	your	Prime	membership.	Occasionally,	ebooks	listed	here	simply	mean	that	an	audiobook	version	is	available	and	you
can	buy	it	if	you	want.	However,	there	are	still	lots	of	free	audiobooks	that	come	with	your	Prime	Membership!	To	find	the	ones	that	are	included	for	free	you’ll	need	to	look	for	the	“Read	and	Listen	for	Free”	button	on	each	ebook’s	listing	page.	If	you	see	this	button,	you’ll	know	it’s	available	at	no	charge.	After	finding	a	book	with	a	free	audiobook
version	available,	your	next	step	is	to	click	the	“Read	and	Listen	for	Free”	button.	This	will	download	the	Prime	Reading	ebook	version	to	your	Kindle	reading	app.	Once	inside	the	Kindle	app,	you	will	need	to	click	to	download	the	audiobook	version	from	inside	the	ebook.	(To	do	this	on	my	android	phone,	I	tap	the	text	of	the	ebook	once	and	then	the
option	to	download	the	audiobook	shows	up	at	the	bottom	of	the	screen.	I	assume	it’s	a	similar	process	on	other	devices).	Once	you	start	listening	to	the	audiobook	from	within	the	Kindle	app,	it	will	automatically	sync	with	your	Audible	app	so	you	can	listen	through	whichever	app	you	prefer.	It’s	pretty	much	the	same	experience	either	way,	so	just
