I have played in bars in California, Texas, Louisiana, Oregon, and even in Canada. Across all the bars I've visited, the rules have stayed consistent. There are a couple of rules that you should confirm whenever you play somewhere
new, such as whether there are table scratches or just pocket scratches and whether or not you're playing ball in hand. Table scratches happen when you don’t hit one of your object balls. Pocket scratches are when the cue ball goes in a pocket. Ball in Hand, in this regard, means that all scratches allow the cue ball to be placed anywhere on the
table. If you aren’t playing ball in hand, the cue ball must be placed in the kitchen. BCA and APA are both competitive pool leagues. These two rulesets and leagues are the most common in the competitive billiards world. APA stands for the American Poolplayers Association. The APA pool league consists of over 250,000 players and multiple countries.
The major countries listed are the United States, Canada, Japan, and China. BCA stands for the Billiards Congress of America. BCA pool league has around 450 local leagues and over 60,000 members. If you play in any tournaments around the world you will most likely be playing with either the BCA or APA rule sets. The essentials of how to play and
win in 8 ball pool are the same across these rule sets. The object of the game is to make your 7 balls before your opponent and then make the 8-ball before your opponent. The 8-ball is a communal ball that both players can shoot at after making their other 7 balls. Whoever legally makes the 8 ball first wins the game. However, if you make the 8 ball in
the wrong pocket or before you make your other 7 balls, then you lose. In APA pool league rules, if you scratch on the break, you do not get ball in hand. You have to shoot from the kitchen, which is shown below.
The kitchen is always on the opposite end of the table from where the balls were racked. It is marked by the second diamond. The line that marks the kitchen is also the line you must stay behind when breaking the balls. When shooting from the kitchen, you can’t hit any balls in the kitchen unless you first shoot past the kitchen and make the cue ball
come back. In APA, the two main reasons you get ball in hand are for table scratches and scratches. A table scratch means that you did not hit your object ball or you didn’t hit your object ball first. So, let’s say you're stripes, if you hit a solid or the 8 ball first, then that is a table scratch. Another scenario considered a table scratch is when you hit your
ball but no balls hit a rail afterward. This rule is in place so you can’t just barely tap a ball to leave the other person with a bad shot. At least one ball must hit a rail after you hit one of your balls with a legal shot. A regular scratch is when you hit the cue ball in a pocket or the cue ball jumps off of the table. Both of these result in ball in hand. When
playing BCA pool league rules, there are a few scenarios that result in ball in hand. When you scratch on the break, unlike in APA, it results in ball in hand. So you get to shoot your next shot from anywhere on the table. Similar to APA, when you have a table scratch or a regular scratch you receive ball in hand. When shooting on the 8 ball in BCA if
you scratch, you don’t lose. The other player receives ball in hand. However, in bar and APA rules, a scratch on the 8 ball results in an automatic loss. The main rules for bar rules are the common base rules listed above. Shoot your 7 balls and the 8 ball in before your opponent. Most bars I've played at don’t play ball in hand, but sometimes, you'll
come across a bar where they play ball in hand. When playing ball in hand bar rules, a regular scratch results in ball in hand but a table scratch doesn’t always result in ball in hand. In bar rules, if they say a table scratch results in ball in hand, one different thing is you usually don’t have to hit a rail after you hit your object ball, you could lightly tap
your ball and that’s not a foul. Another scratch rule worth noting is that in ball in hand bar rules or just bar rules in general, scratching on the 8 ball results in an immediate loss. Ball in hand in pool is a difficult question to answer because every ruleset has different rules for ball in hand. If you’re playing for fun, not competitively, you should focus
primarily on bar rules. Bar rules, sometimes called house rules, will vary slightly from place to place but most rules will be the same. Amateur players who aren’t very familiar with pool always try to
shoot shots that are the easiest for them to aim and to make the ball. This is why so often you see a player who has ball in hand and immediately sets up their next shot for a 2 foot straight in shot that’s easy to make. The problem with this strategy is that even though playing ball in hand straight in guarantees that you’ll make the ball, most of the time
it doesn’t set you up for the second shot. Not planning ahead usually cuts short most players run outs. So, when you have ball in hand during a game of 8 ball for example, you should have three goals. Place the cue ball in a position that makes it easy to make the ball at hand Make sure that you put the cue ball in a position with a good enough angle
to get to the next ball. Sometimes no angle at all is necessary.Solve the biggest problem balls first, making the rest of your runout easier. To accomplish this first goal, the easiest way to make another ball is when the cue ball is close to the ball you're trying to make. You don’t want to be too close because when the balls are very close it’s hard to use
follow through well without double hitting the cue ball and so players tend to let up on their stroke. You certainly don’t want the cue ball too far from the object ball because that increases difficulty. Instead try to keep the cue ball about a diamond or two away from the object ball for the easiest shot. Make sure to keep in mind to stay away from
bridging over other balls or putting the cue ball in a weird spot on the table where you have to stretch to reach it. To accomplish the second goal, put the ball at an angle. Even though it is more difficult to make shots that are not straight in, you're almost guaranteed to increase your runout percentage with ball in hand this way. Of course, that’s not
to say using ball in hand to get straight in is always a bad thing. There are plenty of scenarios where you want ball in hand to be straight in because it leads well to the next ball. The main point is to make sure that this type of position is not always your first choice when at the table. The main reason why straight in shots are a problem is because it
limits your options to maneuver the cue ball. You only have three choice with playing position on a straight in shot: draw, follow, or stop. You can’t use multiple rails to get position if you need to and you’re usually forcing the cue ball from one place to another when straight in. The third task when playing 8 ball or sometimes 9 ball is you want to use
your ball in hand to help get rid of the most difficult balls to pocket first. This means that you should survey the entire table first before deciding where to put down the cue ball. Problem areas are typically tied up balls, balls that require pin point position play, or difficult combinations and caroms. So, if you see these types of shots on the table, they
need to be solved as early as possible. The reason you want to solve these problems early in 8 ball is because if you break two balls in a cluster then you have plenty of balls around to give a chance at getting good shot. When you wait till the last balls to break up a cluster then you have to hope that you get a shot on one of the balls in that cluster. If
that doesn’t happen, your run is over.
