them	relatively	large	perching	birds	compared	to	chickadees,	another	common	feeder	bird,	which	is	only	about	5″	long,Because	of	their	size,	cardinals	need	a	perch	that’s	further	from	the	food	than	a	smaller	bird	would	need.	If	you’re	visual	like	I	am,	check	out	the	illustration	below.Cardinals	require	a	longer	perching	distance	from	the	food	than	a
smaller	bird.If	the	cardinal	has	to	twist	themselves	into	a	pretzel	to	get	at	the	food,	they’re	unlikely	to	return.	We	want	northern	cardinals	to	return	again	and	again	so	need	a	bird	feeder	that’s	comfortable	and	easy	for	them	to	get	at	the	food.Cardinals	prefer	feeders	that	allow	them	to	perch	forward-facing	as	they	bend	over	to	eat.	This	essentially
requires	a	large	base	and/or	open	area	above.Cardinals	also	like	feeders	that	hold	the	type	of	food	they	love	including	black-oil	sunflower	seed,	safflower	seed,	hulled	peanuts,	cracked	corn,	and	seed	mixes.I	spent	hours	scouring	Pinterest	and	Google	looking	for	DIY	bird	feeder	ideas	then	reviewing	each	design	for	“cardinal	suitability”.	The	feeder
must	provide	a	perch	large	enough	for	them.I	found	well	over	100	handmade	bird	feeder	ideas	and	fell	in	love	with	many	of	them	but	only	a	small	fraction	was	actually	suitable	for	cardinals. You	can	make	your	DIY	cardinal	birdhouse	rather	than	buying	a	pre-assembled	one
from	places	like	Amazon.		Making	your	cardinal	birdhouse	is	simple	since	they	prefer	a	house	with	2-3	walls	instead	of	a	four-walled	house	with	a	circular	opening.	A	cardinal	birdhouse	needs	to	be	at	least	7	inches	high,	with	10	inches	in	height	being	optimal.	Whether	you	choose	a	pre-made	or	a	DIY	birdhouse,	hang	it	5-10	feet	off	the	ground	in	or
near	dense	greenery.	The	birdhouse	should	be	turned,	so	the	most	protection	is	offered	from	the	prevailing	wind.	You	can	add	some	pine	needles	to	the	birdhouse	to	make	it	more	inviting.	Common	nesting	materials	like	dried	grass	clippings	can	also	be	used	if	you	don’t	have	pine	needles.	You	will	need	one	8”	by	32”	board	at	least	3/4”	thick	and	one
board	that	is	10”	by	24”.	Choose	exterior-grade	plywood,	pine,	cedar,	or	redwood	pieces	for	your	wooden	birdhouse.	Avoid	treated	lumber	since	the	chemicals	are	often	harmful	to	birds. While	they	use	open-style	birdhouses	for	roosting	at	night,	they	prefer	to	build	their	nests	in	brambles,	thickets,	and	shrubs	without	being	boxed	in.	You	can	build	a	simple	nesting	platform	or	nesting	shelf	for
cardinals	and	place	them	in	thick	greenery.	While	providing	a	nesting	box	isn’t	harmful,	cardinals	are	open	nesters	and	likely	will	not	use	a	cardinal	nesting	box.
