According to old legends, there was a demon named Mahishasura. He had received a powerful blessing from Lord Brahma that made him unbeatable by any man or god. This made
him very strong and dangerous, causing trouble for the gods in heaven. To stop Mahishasura, the three powerful gods — Lord Brahma, Lord Vishnu, and Lord Shiva — combined their energies to create a powerful goddess: Maa Durga. She was given special powers and weapons to defeat the demon. A fierce battle began between Goddess Durga and
Mahishasura. The fight lasted for ten long days. Mahishasura changed his form many times to escape defeat, even turning into a huge buffalo. But in the end, Maa Durga killed him by cutting off his head, ending the war and bringing peace. Durga Puja celebrates this victory of good over evil. It also marks the time when Goddess Durga visits her
parents’ home with her children. The last day of the festival is called Vijayadashami, which means “day of victory”. During Navratri, on the sixth day, devotees bring the idol of Maa Durga into their homes. For the next five days, they worship her with love and devotion. To celebrate, people decorate their homes, wear new clothes, invite family and
friends, and visit beautifully designed puja pandals. On Vijaya Dashami, they perform Durga Visarjan, where the idol is immersed in water, marking the end of the celebration. Durga Puja is more than just a festival. It represents the victory of good over evil. According to mythology, Goddess Durga fought the demon Mahishasura for nine days and
killed him on the tenth day. The festival also signifies new beginnings. People pray for their health, wealth, and happiness. It is a time for family reunions and spreading joy. Read More Durga Saptashati: Meaning, Importance and 5 BenefitsEach day
of Durga Puja is filled with special rituals that hold deep spiritual meaning. People, especially in Bengali communities, worship Mahishasur Mardini, a fierce form of Goddess Durga, during this holy time. Every day, priests offer prayers, flowers, fruits, and sweets to the goddess. One of the most important parts of the celebration is called Pushpanjali.
During this ritual, devotees offer flowers to the goddess while chanting sacred mantras. Another meaningful act of devotion is aarti, where people move lit lamps in circles in front of the goddess, asking for blessings and protection. A very special moment in the festival is the Sandhi Puja, which happens at the exact time between Ashtami (eighth day)
and Navami (ninth day). It is believed that Maa Durga defeated the demon Mahishasura during this moment. The atmosphere during Sandhi Puja is powerful, as it feels like the whole city is praying together. Throughout Durga Puja, devotees prepare various traditional dishes and offer bhog (holy food) to multiple deities like Goddess Durga, Goddess
Lakshmi, Goddess Saraswati, Lord Ganesha, and Lord Kartikeya. Mahalaya is the day when Goddess Durga is invited to Earth. People wake up early to listen to prayers and songs. It marks the start of the festive spirit. On Shashthi, the goddess arrives on Earth. The idols in pandals are unveiled. Devotees offer prayers and seek blessings. A banana
plant is bathed and dressed as a bride. It is placed next to Durga’s idol. This ritual is called “Kola Bou Snan.” Ashtami is the most important day. Devotees offer flowers and prayers. Many people observe a fast and perform special rituals. On Navami, a special fire ritual called “Homa” is performed. Young girls are worshipped as forms of the goddess
in “Kumari Puja.” This is the last day. The idols are taken for immersion in water. People hug each other and say “Shubho Bijoya” to mark the end of the festival. Durga Puja is also known as Durgotsava. Durgotsava refers to all five days festivity and these five days are observed as Shashthi, Maha Saptami,
Maha Ashtami, Maha Navami and Vijayadashami. (According to Hindu religious texts Durga Puja, including Chandi Path, should begin from the next day of Mahalaya Amavasya. Mahalaya is the most important day of Pitru Paksha, when Hindus pay homage to their ancestors, is not considered for starting any auspicious work.)Most states except West
Bengal do Ghatasthapana on Pratipada which is the next day of Mahalaya Amavasya. Ghatasthapana is equivalent to Kalparambha during Durga Puja when Goddess Durga is invoked. Kalparambha mostly falls on Shashthi Tithi during Devi Paksha. According to regional customs and beliefs Durga Puja during Shardiya Navratri varies from nine days to
one day only which is also mentioned in Dharmasindhu.The Goddess Durga arrives on the Earth on the first day of Devi Paksha which starts on the next day of Mahalaya Amavasya during Pitru Paksha. She departs on Durga Visarjan day. The weekdays when she arrives and departs are significant and considered as omen of coming time. Published By :

According to folk tales, Mahishasura was a demon who was blessed by Lord Brahma, preventing him from being defeated by a human or a god. He consequently became stronger and significantly displeased the heavenly gods.In
response to the gods’ plea for help, Lord Brahma, Lord Vishnu, and Lord Shiva created Goddess Durga and endowed her with their utmost might to battle Mahishasura.After which Mahishasura and Goddess Durga fought each other fiercely. To gain the upper hand, the devil adopted the appearance of a buffalo. The war was won by Goddess Durga
beheading the buffalo and defeating Mahishasura in his natural form after ten days of fight.The Durga Puja festival basically honours this great battle that lasted for ten days. On this day, Goddess Durga and her kids also pay a visit to her parents’ home. The triumph of good over evil is celebrated on the final day, Vijayadashami.On the sixth day of
Navratri, devotees bring the idol of Goddess Durga home, where they worship her for five days in a row.To commemorate these days with great joy and happiness, they adorn their home, invite friends, family, and neighbours, and go puja pandal hopping. On the day of Vijaya Dashami, devotees perform Durga Visarjan following the five-day

Maha Ashtami is widely considered the most spiritually significant day. Which day is special for Durga Devi? Ashtami (8th day) is dedicated to the goddess’s warrior form and is marked by
Sandhi Puja and Kumari Puja. Which is the main day of Durga Puja? Again, Maha Ashtami (Sept 30, 2025) is the central focus for most devotees. Why is Saptami important in Durga Puja? Saptami (Sept 29, 2025) marks the ritual awakening of Durga, known as Kola Bou snan, signifying the beginning of active worship. Why is Ashtami important in
Durga Puja? It’s the day Durga is believed to have killed Mahishasura; Sandhi Puja, held between Ashtami and Navami, is considered the climax of the festival.
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
