She adds that its a chance to get things off your chest that you just want to say that you didn't get a chance to say.[10] Give specific examples along the way, like the following:[11]I could always depend on my mom
anytime I needed her support.My mom was my personal hero from day one.l count my mom as someone I strive to be like.2Acknowledge the loss. Let others listening know how much you miss your mom and how losing her has affected you. Its important to let others share in your grief, so you can properly honor her in your eulogy. Some examples are
ahead:The pain Ive felt in losing my mom is beyond words.Mourning my moms passing is one of the hardest things Ive had to do.I miss you so much, Mom.3Recall personal memories. Tell a short story or speak about a memory of your mother that youll never forget. When possible, speak to her directly to help other mourners feel like theyre there with
you. Grief coach and educator Moira Khan recommends recalling personal memories of her, for instance: "'Your mom was so beautiful at sewing.... I've still got one of the things she gave me that she sewed....' [T]hose are the things that really hit your heart, but make you feel good and not sad and not offended."[12] Here are some more examples:Ill
never forget seeing her face in the crowd when I read at my first poetry reading.l remember her kneeling to bandage my cut knee. Her smile gave me so much hope.Ill always associate the smell of the roses with my mom teaching me how to garden.4Mention the impact she had. Your eulogy can express the positive effect your mom had on your life.
Whether focused on being a good person, a strong woman, or a caring parent, your words can share with other mourners how important she was to you, as a child and now. Some examples are ahead:My mom taught me to be a self-reliant, independent woman.I learned how to be kind to others from my mom.Few people in my life taught me how to
stand up for myself like my mother did.5Honor her legacy with a promise. End your eulogy by speaking to your mom in spirit to let her know that youll always remember her. Let other mourners plant something there as well, or
leave a small placard in her honor. Depending on how much of a gardener she is, you may choose to have a garden of green plants, herbs, flowers, or even vegetables.Check local cemetery regulations. While it may be possible to plant in-ground at a gravesite, its unlikely that you can plant an entire garden there.6Display a memorial that honors her.
Find a memorial keepsake that reminds you of her that can be personalized with her name or photo. Some examples include plaques, windchimes, or photo frames. Treasure the keepsake by displaying it in your home, so you can be reminded of her memory any time you look at it.Another option is to create a small memorial to her that suits who she
was. It may simply include a candle, photo, prayer card, or pressed flower. Grief therapist Ken Breniman, LCSW, C-IAYT, states that something as simple as daily lighting of a candle or adding flowers somewhere in the home acknowledges the person you lost through a daily practice of remembering or celebrating the deceased.[14]7Plan an annual
trip to one of her favorite spots. The tips and examples here
will help you to write your own meaningful tribute to your late mother and to say goodbye.How to Write a Tribute to a MotherThere are some easy steps you can take to get your tribute perfect. You dont have to include all of the following but it will give you some good ideas and a starting point if you want to write your own.If you want to see some
sample tributes then click here to scroll down and past these steps.Choose the Right ToneThe first thing you should do is decide the tone your tribute is going to take. This will depend on your relationship with your mother. These are a few examples of how you may want your tribute to sound.Warm and affectionate if your mother was your best friend
and close confidante then a warm and sentimental tone would be fitting. You might share your fondest memories of here you have and the ways she made you feel loved.Respectful and reverent on the other hand if your relationship was more formal then you could go for a respectful and admiring tone. This would allow you to highlight your mothers
strengths and virtues and focus on her accomplishments.Honest and candid often our relationships with our parents are complex. If that was the case then dont gloss over those difficulties. An open and truthful tone that acknowledges both the highs and lows can be just as meaningful as one that is all positive.Hopeful and grateful Even if your grief is
raw then it might be good to try and at least end your tribute looking forward with some hope. Maybe showing appreciation for all your mom did.Use Meaningful AnecdotesAn anecdote or story that gives some insight into your mothers personality or the relationship you had is always good to include. This can bring your tribute to life and really make
others understand the type of person your mom was.Some examples of anecdotes you could use:A time she gave you advice that you still live by today.Inside jokes or silly memories that show her humor and warmth.A favorite ritual or tradition you shared. Something like baking Christmas cookies together or a trip you always took.Be as specific as
you can and include lots of details. You want the memories to be as vivid as possible so describe everything you remember.Highlight Her AccomplishmentsWhat achievements made your mother proud? Think about the accomplishments that she was pleased with.Things like educational degrees, career highlights, creative talents or any community
service she did. Anything that you know she found fulfilling and showed pride in.For example: Mom was the first female engineer at her company and loved mentoring younger women entering the field.But also dont overlook what might be considered more mundane. If she was proud of the family she raised then mention that Raising four children
and managing a household was moms greatest accomplishment.Describe Her Positive QualitiesA tribute should focus on the positive aspects of the person, in this case your mother. So talk about her strengths and what made her special.For instance you could say: Mom faced every challenge with courage and determination. Even when diagnosed
with cancer, she stayed positive.But it doesnt have to be something sad or related to her death. Things like loyalty, kindness, patience, how fun loving she was etc. are all qualities you can mention in your tribute.Heres a few more examples of what else you could include:Mom treated everyone with such kindness, no one had a bad word to say about
her.No matter the situation mom managed to find the positives. She was so upbeat and enjoyed life to the fullest.I always knew I could turn to my mom whenever I was struggling. She had such wisdom and her advice helped me through some of the hardest times.Pick a Meaningful QuoteThis isnt a necessity, and some may prefer not to, but consider
including an appropriate quote. One that reflects the love of a mother and child.For example:There is nothing as sincere as a mothers kiss. George EliotOr alternatively choose a quote from literature, movies
etc. your mother loved. your relationship was complicated it can be hard to write a fitting tribute. You may have mixed feelings and be unsure of how to properly express them.A good way to work around those concerns are to focus on the positive memories you do have, even if they are small moments. Or you could highlight her virtues, talking about things like her strength
and resilience when faced with adversity.For most of us the mother-child connection remains, even when fractured. You can honor what your mom meant to you by being honest and acknowledging your complex relationship while still reflecting on the impact she had one your life. Remember that grief comes in many forms a troubled relationship does
not diminish your loss.
